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Characters: Susan, Grace, and Lucy... Puppets: A, B, C, D, E, F, G (no character names)
Act One

	Narrator:
	In the corner of the World, a group of little puppets live in a small village. Every little puppet is diverse and has different talents or uses. The carpenter Grace made them. The puppets do the same thing everyday of the week; every puppet sticks stickers with either stars or dark spots onto each other. These stickers are used to divide the puppets into two different classes; puppets with smooth and beautiful wood will be given a star sticker by another puppet. However, for the puppets with coarse and unattractive wood are stuck with the black spotted stickers.

	*A and B, the townspeople come on stage. Be at ease, as if in real life *
*A and B meet at the centre of the stage, character A wears a high hat and uses a cane like a gentleman, and B holds a sack of money in his hand, appears rich *


	Puppet B:
	Wow! You look verrrrry noble; you must be a courteous gentleman! (Shoves one hand into pocket as if searching for something), Here! Have this beautiful star. You should put it on right now!

	Puppet A:
	Hmmm..... (Facial expression: haughty, arrogant.... way too proud! *but holding it back*) I can tell that you are most likely quite wealthy yourself. I have a sticker for you as well. (The 2 characters stay on the stage and pretend to be sticking stickers onto each other)

	*AB brush past each other leaving the stage at opposite sides*
*C and D step onto the stage, can get on stage before AB leaves stage*
*CD meet at centre stage*
*C has a cigarette in his mouth, hands in his pocket, looks like a hoodlum*
*D looks a lot like a hoodlum as well, walks in a very hip hop fashion*

	Puppet C:
	Yo man! The hell you lookin’ at!? You a break-dancer? You guys disgust me! I gotta put a black sticker on you! (Pretend to be getting stickers from pockets or something)

	Puppet D:
	We got a problem here? You lookin’ for a fight!? Punks like you deserve worse than me, you want a sticker? You got it. (pretend to put a sticker onto puppet c) 

	*C and D leave the stage the same way as A+B*


	Act Two P1
(Our protagonist steps onto the stage with black spots all over his body)

	Narrator:
	Susan is an ordinary puppet, with a lot of black spot stickers on her. The stickers sadden and depress her. Sometimes she even feels as if she was isolated from the rest of the World, rejected, unwanted, abandoned and all alone.

	(While the narrator introduces Susan, the character should take her position on stage)

	Susan:
	(walk slowly, and look downcast) *sigh*..... Why does everyone stick black spotted stickers onto me? Am I really that bad a person (frustrated)? When they put stickers on me, it seems like it’s only the right thing to do (confused, outraged)! What can I do? There must be a way for me to lose these stickers.

	(Puppet E comes onto the stage)

	Puppet E:
	Hey Susan! (Sticks a black spotted sticker on Susan while talking)

	Susan:
	(offended) Why did you put that sticker on me?

	Puppet E:
	Because I dislike the colour of your paint! (Leave stage when finished line)

	(Puppet F comes on stage)

	Susan:
	Have you come to put a black spotted sticker on me like the last person?

	Puppet F:
	You got that right!

	Susan:
	May I ask why?

	Puppet F:
	You don’t have any stars on your body anyway! Might as well add more black spotted stickers, suits you! (Puts a sticker on Susan before the character is finished the line)

	(Puppet G comes on stage)

	Susan:
	(very annoyed at this point) Let me guess, you are here to add to the grand collection of the black spots on my body? (Sarcastic and cynical)

	Puppet G:
	… (Pretends to think)

	Puppet G:
	Let me think... Oh! Because it is the COOL thing to do these days!

	Susan:
	..........I.... ... Hold on a Se..c...ond!..  (Puppet G sticks a black spotted sticker onto Susan and leaves her)

	Puppet F:
	He deserves every black sticker on him. He has definitely EARNED it! Hahahaha!

	Puppet G:
	Yeah, it’s because he’s a horrible puppet!

	(F + G leaves stage)

	Susan:
	(hands in pocket, crestfallen appearance) Yeah.... I... Who am I kidding!? They’re right… I am horrible................


	Act Two P2

	Narrator:
	At this time, Susan spotted a very peculiar puppet. This puppet was strange because she doesn’t have a single sticker on her body. The little puppet looked so alive, almost as if it was human.

	(Lucy comes on the stage while the Narrator speaks, the expression is relaxed, happy and just.... be at ease, not just an outward appearance; make the audience convinced that you’re at ease in your head as well)

	Susan:
	Hi! Umm.... What’s your name?

	Lucy:
	I’m Lucy, pleased to meet you! What’s your name?

	Susan:
	Oh, my name’s Susan! Umm.... How come you don’t have any stickers on you?

	Lucy:
	Well.... People do try to put stickers on me but the stickers just don’t seem to stay attached. They lose adherence and fall off my body.

	Susan:
	Really!? I envy you so much! How can you do that!?

	Lucy:
	Easy! You have to find the carpenter Grace. He lives in the log cabin on the small hillock.

	Susan:
	... Grace?

	Lucy:
	Yeah, I go look for him every day!

	Susan:
	but... Why?

	Lucy:
	You will know why when you come with me. Come, over here. (Brisk pace, walks while saying, turns around and guides Susan)

	Susan:
	… Are you sure about this? There are so many black spots on me! No! I’m sure he will think I’m a bad puppet!

	Narrator:
	So, Susan decides to go find the carpenter Grace with Lucy, though she is almost sure that Grace will not like her because of the spots on her. Lucy still manages to convince Susan to come with her to see Grace.


	Act Three



	Narrator:
	Then, Susan and Lucy enters Grace’s house.

	(Susan looks around nervously)

	Susan:
	Grace? Are you there?

	Susan:
	It’s terrible in here Lucy; I don’t want to stay here much longer! (Turns around, prepares to leave)

	Lucy:
	Don’t be afraid, I come here lots!

	Grace:
	Susan? Is that you?

	Susan:
	(hesitantly) Y… yes?

	Grace:
	Ah! Perfect! I’ve been expecting you for quite a while!

	Lucy:
	Grace created every one of us! Even you Susan!

	(Grace walks towards Susan, noticing the black spotted stickers all over Susan’s body)

	Susan:
	I’m sorry; I know that you don’t think I’m a good puppet. But I try so hard to be good!

	Grace:
	Don’t say that, my child. I don’t care the least that you have black spot stickers on you! (Reassuring tone)

	Susan:
	… Really !? You don’t care… … But everybody else does!

	Grace:
	Yes my child, I created you. I’ll let you know that I love you. And my love for you far exceeds the meaningless marks that others have put on you.

	Susan:
	But... These marks have still influenced me deeply; they make me miserable.

	Grace:
	Don’t worry, my child! You alone decide whether or not these stickers should affect you in anyway. They are a burden only if you choose for them to burden and trouble.

	Susan: 
	It is… Just myself? But, everybody put these stickers on me. I hope so much for my body to be rid of these stickers.

	Grace:
	My child… When you realize that my love for you can shelter you from other puppet’s points of views and that the stickers on you are completely irrelevant to who and what you truly are. You will find so much more to your life, things you never knew you could do.

	Susan:
	Really? You… aren’t just saying that right? You really mean it?

	Grace:
	So long as you can believe what I am saying and your love for me is stronger than your negative feelings for those marks on your body then those marks won’t be able to stick onto your body anymore.

	Susan:
	I do believe you…

	(Dim lights)

	Narrator:
	Susan was so moved that tears ran down her face. She never thought that someone could possibly love her and care so much about her and not the stickers on her body. The tears that ran down her face were tears of joy. Now she finally understands what Lucy said about her body truly being her own. Susan is no longer depressed from the black spot stickers that were once stuck onto her. She was liberated from her misery because she was willing to open her arms and accept the unconditional love that Grace offered.

	(As the narrator speaks Grace hands a big red heart to Susan and gently takes the black spots off Susan’s body, Susan says next line after narrator finishes, lights come back on, black spots gone)

	Susan:
	Thank you so much Grace.
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
